
IMMACULATE CONCEPTION 2025--Communion Meditation 
	From the beginning of life, life is holy.  And we are holy.  In this mystery of the beginnings of Mary’s life, we glimpse something of the link of the human and the divine.
	In the love of her parents, in their expression of this love, Mary was conceived: the beginnings of a life which would welcome God among His people, and bring God to birth in a human way.  
	In the ordinary was the extraordinary, in the human was the divine, in human love was divine love: God’s glory in the conception of Mary, and in the love of her parents. 
	And we are grateful that our human love: love of marriage, of friendship, of fraternity; love of the poor and the weak, of the immigrant and marginalized, of ministry and service to God’s people--human love is the door opening to receive and give the love of God, and to give back to God what God has given.  
When we concern ourselves with love for others, we offer to God what God has given to us: the love of Father, Son and Spirit, the promise of Mary to be the Mother of Jesus Christ, Sof God, Son of Mary.
